Established by Brian Mullally, Class of 1981, The Mullally Family Scholarship aims to provide financial assistance to students from Jermyn, PA, or Mayfield, PA in pursuit of a Jesuit high school education. To be considered for this scholarship, qualified applicants must pass the admissions test, be in need of financial support, demonstrate strong moral character, and participate in extracurricular activities. Eligible students are asked to submit an essay that, in 300 words or less, addresses the following questions:
· Why are you interested in attending Prep?
· What unique achievements and/or awards have you received?
· Describe your work/responsibilities either in or out of the home.
· Describe any volunteer work or unpaid assistance rendered to others.
· What are your post high school (college and career) aspirations?

The qualified applicant will receive a half scholarship for each of the four years the selected student remains at Scranton Prep.  Applicants must pass the admissions test, have a demonstrated financial need, display strong moral character, and have proven scholastic achievement.
